Are You Personally Investing in the Spiritual Growth of Your Teenager? 

 

There is no question that there is a desperate need for our teenagers to feel emotionally and spiritually 

connected to mom and dad.  All around it has the most profound impact on their faith, indeed their very 

life!  This past week I have heard in passing from a handful of students that the connection they have 

with their parents (especially dad) is limited at best.  One in particular stated that even trying to initiate 

a spiritual conversation doesn't seem to work.  I know that nurturing a spiritual relationship with your 

teenager is not only intimidating at times, but is also humbling because it may just highlight the areas 

you feel most deficient.  Listen, we have all been there!  Don't allow shame and guilt to cripple you from 

being the parent that God has designed you to be! There is nothing like the intimacy between a parent 

and child; foster it!  Over the next few weeks I will offer some ideas or suggestions in making that initial 

connection and encouraging its growth.  Below is my first offering: 

 

Commit yourself to growing spiritually. You cannot connect with your teenager on a spiritual/real 

life level unless you are nurturing your own relationship with God.  All our lives are busy but not 

so busy that being fed by the Word of God is unnecessary. Can you imagine putting off eating 

simply because you don't have the time?  It might work for a day or maybe two, but you would 

eventually just die. Truly, it is no different with God's Word. God has chosen to nourish us by Holy 

Spirit through His Word. Check out youversion.com  if you do not already have a reading plan, or 

please meet with me, Pastor Jim, or a trusted friend for some guidance. 

 

If the Word of God is our spiritual food, then prayer is like breathing.  It is our intimate and personal 

connection with God. How is your prayer life?  Francis Chan reminds the reader in his book, Crazy 

Love, to be mindful of who we are actually praying to, that He is mighty and glorious (like in 

Isaiah 6).  Employ your spiritual imagination this week, it may just change the way you approach 

God in prayer.  Invite the Father to show you how to invest spiritually in your family today! 

 

Finally, establish some accountability with a peer you respect, preferably someone who is further 

down the road of spiritual maturity. Express your desire to grow in your intimacy with God and 

with your family. Ask them to hold you accountable in achieving the God-sized goals you set for 

yourself.  

 

May God empower you to be the parent He designed you to be!
